
POSITION: Sign Language Interpreter for the Deaf and Hard of Hearing

REPORTS TO: Interpreter Referral Line (IRL) Coordinator

SALARY RANGE: Hourly $20.00 to $40.00

STATUS: Interpreters may work as private contractors (proof of professional liability insurance required) or as non-exempt, part-time, temporary employees of Access Alaska.

SUMMARY OF POSITION: Access Alaska IRL solicits and accepts requests for Sign Language interpreters within the Fairbanks North Star Borough.  Interpreters employed by the IRL are assigned by the IRL Coordinator to fulfill requests based on availability and level and appropriateness of skills.  Interpreters are responsible for their own transportation to and from assigned job sites.  

SKILLS AND ABILITIES: Must possess advanced American Sign Language interpreting skills, interpreter training education coursework, strong familiarity with deaf culture, and a clear understanding of the role of a sign language interpreter.  

ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS: Responsible for providing interpreting services as scheduled by the IRL.  Adherence to the Interpreter Code of Ethics set forth by the Registry of Interpreters for the Deaf (RID) and National Association of the Deaf (NAD) is a must.

MINIMUM EDUCATION: Coursework in interpreting and Deaf Studies and ASL preferred.

MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS: Interpreter must have in place some form of assessment conducted by a recognized body that indicates that he/she has an acceptable skill level.  If an individual does not have a current (within the past two years) assessment in place, Access Alaska IRL will conduct an assessment.
